Growth has been an Annual Report theme for many years here at CORE. In the course 
of 2019, realizing how much CORE El Centro had grown as an agency, we embarked 
upon an update and adjustment of our organizational structure, which led to the creation 
of two new positions, that of Program Director and Director of Clinical Services. This 
reorganization freed up more of the Executive Director’s time to continue to vision and 
plan for the organization’s vibrancy and mission into the future.

The Director of Clinical Services is an integral member of the CORE El Centro leadership 
team. She is responsible for the ongoing development, growth and oversight of CORE’s 
one-on-one holistic healing services at our Bruce Street location, Sojourner Family 
Peace Center, and future off-site locations.

She assures the delivery of quality services to all clients by promoting high standards 
of practice through development of policies, protocols and guidelines for practitioners 
and interpreters and by working closely with our Health Navigators to provide clients 
with a comprehensive approach to healing. She assures our one-on-one services are in 
compliance with all applicable regulatory and licensing agencies. In addition to training 
our clinical staff in our integrative health model and the internal systems that support 
our trauma informed services, she works collaboratively with the Program Director to 
implement all HIPAA requirements.

Also a part of the CORE El Centro leadership team, the Program Director ensures that 
CORE El Centro’s mission and vision is sustained in all its programming. The Director 
ensures that only the highest quality of care is given to all clients. She oversees the 
mission, vision, management, and administration of all programming, including off-site 
locations, seeing that all programming and activities are in accordance with CORE El 
Centro’s mission and goals. With this position, we can be sure that all program activities 
comply with relevant legislation and professional standards. With program managers, 
she develops new initiatives to support the strategic direction of the organization. 

These two positions work closely with practitioners, health navigators, program 
managers and staff, to deliver all services and educational opportunities to the 
community and continue the implementation of our mission through new programs.
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Organizational growth also surfaced the need for building 
infrastructure to create access and support the expansion 
of programs.  In 2019, CORE El Centro transitioned to a new 
electronic scheduling system, restructured the sliding fee 
scale, and opened two new treatment rooms.  We solidified a 
number of partnerships in the community, and it has opened 
up new doors for CORE El Centro as we start to implement 
two major programs that extends our services free of cost 
to victims of crime and clients facing behavioral health and 
substance abuse challenges.

In 2019 CORE El Centro continued to work towards diversifying 
our movement classes and increasing accessibility. One 
of the ways we did this was by adding a Yoga class in 
Spanish or Yoga en Español. CORE El Centro continued to 
offer Children’s movement classes including yoga for kids 
to encourage whole family wellness. Alejandra, a member 
of CORE El Centro’s community testifies to this. When she 
was asked “how has CORE impacted you and your family?” 
“Health” she said. Her kids have been taking Children’s Yoga 
class. “Now when my children see me doing yoga at home, 
we can do it together! It gives us a connection as a family”.

Building Infrastructure

Increasing Accessibility to 
Movement Classes
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In the spring of 2019, CORE El Centro’s Volunteer Program was 
honored and elated to establish a partnership with a Milwaukee 
based agency called Accessible Career Options (ACO). ACO’s 
mission is to support people who have disabilities in acquiring 
valuable employment experience. They set job seekers up for 
success by equipping them with resources that support their 
individualized needs. 

Since establishing this partnership, CORE has had the pleasure 
of hosting six different ACO interns. Over the course of 12-weeks, 
interns cultivate resume-boosting skills while receiving a fair 
hourly wage for their work, paid by the Department of Vocational 
Rehabilitation. Meanwhile, CORE El Centro employees gain insight 
into what it means to nurture a truly accessible workplace. This 
has proven to be a win-win for all involved.

Volunteer Program Embraces 
Accessible Career Options
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In 2019 CORE El Centro hosted our first Walk/Run “Step to 
the Beat of Healing” The event was a great success! Not only 
did CORE raise money to support the organization, but the 
event was a reflection of the power of community!

CORE El Centro’s First Ever
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2019 marked the formation and development of two new partnerships for 
CORE El Centro:  Milwaukee County’s Behavioral Health Division with its 
Comprehensive Community Services Program and the State of Wisconsin 
Department of Justice with its Victims of Crime Act grant program.

Comprehensive Community Services (CCS) is a program offered by 
Milwaukee County for people who receive Medicaid and are struggling with 
substance abuse and/or mental health issues. CCS’s creative thinking led 
them to realize that the power of natural healing was absent in the services 
that they had been providing for their clients. They contacted CORE El 
Centro to inquire about making our services available and to partner with us, 
designing a new wellness-focused approach to address the often debilitating 
nature of a mental health and/or substance use disorder.

CORE’s partnership with CCS allows the CCS teams to learn and educate 
the community about the healing services available at CORE. In turn, much of 
CORE’s service array will be offered to hundreds more throughout Milwaukee 
County, reaching a more diverse population.

Places like Guest House of Milwaukee, which provides shelter, education, 
housing and a range of supportive services for Milwaukee’s homeless, can 
refer their Medicaid clients to CORE El Centro and CORE, in turn, will be 
reimbursed for many of its services. 

The Victim of Crimes Act (VOCA) is a fund established over 30 years ago to 
compensate people who have been victims of crime. It is funded by fees paid 
by federal offenders. For the first time ever, VOCA opened up its grant proposal 
process to allow organizations like CORE El Centro to apply for a grant. 

Building Partnerships
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CORE received a five-year grant from VOCA that began in October of 2019. 
CORE clients from Bruce St. and Sojourner Peace Center will be eligible to 
apply for free services, including acupuncture, massage and energy work, 
and CORE will be fully reimbursed by VOCA.  Our practitioners receive training 
in trauma-informed care, so it is a natural fit for them to treat victims of crime.

People who formerly didn’t have access to CORE, couldn’t afford integrative 
medicine or perhaps had never heard of it, can now be part of CORE’s 
powerful healing community. Traditional and non-traditional supports will focus 
on skill building to promote optimal physical, mental and spiritual well-being for 
those looking to sustain long-term recovery.  We are honored to know that the 
healing community realizes the impact that natural healing services can have 
on persons dealing with mental health and AODA issues.

CCS and VOCA funding will allow CORE to reach a broad and more diverse 
population throughout Milwaukee County while at the same time provide long-
term financial viability for CORE.

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Mujeres Con Poder, or Women with Power, is a group of community leaders 
at CORE El Centro. The Mujeres advocate and educate for better recycling 
in Milwaukee neighborhoods. In 2019 the Mujeres began giving tours of 
Milwaukee’s recycling plant in Spanish – these were the first tours ever 
offered at the plant in Spanish! The Mujeres are also working to improve 
relationships between the 
community and the police. 
The Mujeres attend District 2 
Target Team Meetings. Their 
attendance at these meetings 
is very important because it 
gives People of Color who are 
from the community a voice at 
the table.

In 2019 the Garden and Nutrition Program shifted its emphasis from growing 
food in the garden to growing tea herbs and harvesting honey from the bees 
that live on our rooftop garden. We sold seasonal tea blends and honey. 
There was high demand and we sold out almost immediately! 

The Garden and Nutrition Program also began 
to offer one-on-one nutritional counseling 
in Spanish. The counseling focuses on 
helping people achieve their wellness vision 
in a safe, nonjudgmental environment. The 
counseling supports six main dimensions of 
wellness including emotional, occupational/
professional, physical, social, intellectual, 
and spiritual.
